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ADULT EQUINE DEWORMING PROGRAM

FECAL EGG COUNTS


Should be performed prior to initial deworming to determine which horses need to be dewormed.  For horses confined in a small area or with several other horses another fecal egg count should be performed mid summer to determine who needs to be dewormed again.  We use fecal egg counts to determine which horses have a higher than normal parasite load.  We then strategically deworm these horses to reduce their parasite load thus reducing the contamination of the pasture and their herdmates.

If you have one or two horses and they are not crowded on a small pasture, consider the following:

	May (30 days after 1st dose)

	Kills worms that were previously in larval stage

	December (after hard frost)
	ZIMECTERIN GOLD (ivermectin + praziquantel)
	Strongyles, pinworms, roundworms, bots, tapeworms


If you have several horses or your horses are confined to a small pasture, consider the following:

	April (just prior to turning out on pasture)
	PANACUR, SAFEGUARD (fenbendazole 1.96%)
	Strongyles, pinworms, roundworms

	May (30 days after 1st dose)
	PANACUR, SAFEGUARD (fenbendazole 1.96%)
	Kills worms that were previously in larval stage

	August
	PANACUR, SAFEGUARD (fenbendazole 1.96%)
	Strongyles, pinworms, roundworms

	December (after hard frost)
	ZIMECTERIN GOLD (ivermectin + praziquantel)
	Strongyles, pinworms, roundworms, bots, tapeworms
